Given our brief to pomote the human rights of thEbetan peoplene provided eliable and
corroborated inbrmation about the eality of lié inTibetWe set out to gie a wice to the
innumerable human rights abuses inflicted orTthetan peoplgvho ae unable to speak out
publicy for fear of retribution.Our reseachers also endsaured to determine the truth
behind oftial statistics ancbgernment asseions.

The year was marid by an in-depth examination of theality of eligious Ié inTibet.It
became clear that despite the ‘constitutional’ or legabisionsdr the 'rights and feedoms'
of minorities claimedyothe Statdack of fair emdrcement of the justice systeny begional
and local authorities with no censufrom the State allvs them to bend or ignar these
laws.

The mismatch beteen the Stats’apaent acquiescence to national and international la
and the lack of enfcement ly local authorities is one of the principal causes of enduring
human rights abuséghetWatch will seek to obtainiiefutable gidence about this disparity
and commnicate it widg} to shaw Chinas blatant wilfulness in hiding behind tive la

Accurate infrmation on the impact of Chirgpolicies withiibet is dificult to obtain
given the tight contol on comnunication andepression of feedom of speech.Tibetans
are afraid to speak out about kacthe occupation impacts upon theirdsMary exiles
are reluctant to mak public statements that could bewid as critical of Chinfyr fear
of consequences to fagnitill inTibet.

TibetWatch pomotes the human rights of thiébetan people Ypgatheringanaysing and
disseminating infimation about li insideTibet.

Researhers gather testimonies on human rights traesgions fsmTibetan exiles and
from insideTibetThey source (and translate whemecessaf) key documents including

TibetWatch,commissioned Y FreeTibet Campaigrgonducted an ivestigation
into the extent and natwr of Chinese State cortt of life insideTibetan
monasteries andunneriesSubsequentlpublished as a 70 pageport ‘No
Faith in the Statethe evidence gathexd acts to counter Chinese ppaganda
and a common peeption outside China thatetigion is flourishing
unrestricted inTibet.

Collecting a largeumber of inteviews with new arrivals in Dharamsalaur
reseachers povided gewitness testimon of the curent extent of Chinese
State contol of Tibetan Budhism.This epresents one of the mostapressie
facets of China’occupation with asund 80% of allibetan political prisoners
being either monks oruns.

The report, to be published in 200Will have a cgacity-buildingale as a
resouice or other groups engaged in aggacy on behalf dfibet and is likly
to be involved in loblying work with
politicians andeligious leaders who
engage with China.

Chinese Presence inTibet

TibetWatch is undetaking an updated
review of the extent of the Chinese
presence iMibet.Originally conducted
in 1995the nav survey will provide a
comparatie study to up-date the
situation as wll as assessing the
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impact on population of the Gormo-
Lhasa Railay (and its planned
extensions)which opened in 2006.

The level of Chinese pesence is a
controversial topic aibetans argue
that it has led to their marginalisation.
Mary Tibetans éar that the opening of

the railay,which linksTibet by rail to
China$ main rail netwrk for the first
time, will male it easier ér greatly

increased numbers of Chinese to migrateTibet in seach of State-
sanctioned inducements (such as higher wages}tiinese settlers.

The internationalibet movement has indicated &al needdr soundy
sourced anaisis of the Chinese psence iTibet to assist with their adwacy
work and the poject will therefore fill a vital caacity-buildingale. It will also
be invaluable in lobfing @vernmental and integovernmental constituencies
and alliance building with other NGOs.

Adv ocacy Support
UN Special Ra ppor teur on Tortur e

In November 2005 Dr Manfrd Nowak,the UN Special Rgporteur onTorture
visitedTibet after may years of equesting an open and westricted visit. Tibet
Watch piovided the @idence in a detailed dossier on tare inTibetan
prisons that was sent to him.

Using statements gathexl by the Dharamsalaeiseach teamDr Novak was
given frst-hand testimow of torture inTibetan jails includingv&lence about
the torture and subsequent death of &ims in Drgchi prison inune 1998,
which Dr Nowak was spedifally tasled to investigate

TibetWatch also povided unique and compelling testinyoinom aTibetan
former police offcer on the systemic and institutionalised nawf torture in
Tibetan prisons.
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Raising Public Awareness

Topical inbrmation souced and coroborated ty TibetWatch was used as the
basis of mediaaports,alloving impotant developments ifibet to be biought
to the attention of the wider public in UK andavidwide.

In February 2006TibetWatch was theifst organisation to eport the
confrmed jail sentences passed oiiibetan political prisoners @0rinTsomqg
Choekyi Dolma,Dargye GyatsgYonten Drolma and Jayang Samdrub)
following their arest in Mg 2005 br distribution and disphaof posters in
Labrang Monastgrstating that China should not be alled to host the
Olympic Games until th€ibetan situation has beeesohed.

In autumn 2008engtly atticles based omMibetWatch inbrmation,on the
social impact of the Gormo -Lhasa vedly and the inequity of economic
opportunities betveen Chinese antlibetans it ceated,vere published in tw
broadsheet ne/spgers.

Gathering Evidence on K ey Issues

TibetWatch translatesdy sources (fomTibetan or Chinese) of infmation
and gathers testimoniesdim first-hand witnesse&xamples Include:

Patriotic Re-education

TibetWatch translated a crucial statement in giving a detailed account of
patriotic re-education in Depung Monastgrand consequencesrfthose who
resist it. The statement named 5rasted monks whoewealed that high
educated monks wre paticularly targeted ér expulsion fom the monasteries
as vell as the monasteries concerned beingrsunded ly armed toops.

Torture

Detailed political prisoner mfiles hae been ceated using testimonies
gatheed by TibetWatch.Prisoners includé®huntsoyVangduTenzin Deleg
RinpocheBangri Rinpochd®argye Gyatso and Sonam Gyaljpbese and other
interviews with ormer prisoners detailing tdure techniques including the use
of the electric chajhase comroborated previousy unauthenticated accounts.
